than seven shall be macro-lessons. Marks for teaching practice shall be

based on reports of lessons in each optional subject and on the work
books maintained.

The Board of Supervising Examiners will ex'amine the
teaching of a significant cross-section of the cand.ld.ates an'd
the practical work of all the candidates. The supervisin Exami-
ners shall report to the University the marks awarded to each
student in the two divisions of practical examination, viz.

1) Teaching Practice and
2) Other Aspects of Practical Work.

6. Passing Minimum

(a) A candidate shall be declared to have passed the B.Ed.,
Degree Examination if he has passed both the practical Exami-
nation and the written examination provided however, a can-
didate who fails in the practical examination and passes in the
written examination shall be deemed to have failed in the practi-
cal examination only and shallbe permittedto appear again for
the same and vice-versa. The declaration of the results is howe-
ver, subject to fulfilment of the provision under clause 7.5
hereunder.

(b) Every candidate should appear for all the prescribed
examinations during his first appearance in the first and second
semesters respectively. A candidate who fails in one or more
papers in the written examination shall be permitted to appear
again only for those papers in which he[she has failed.

8. Provision for qualifying in additional subjects

A candidate who has taken the B. Ed. degree shall be
permitted to appear again for the Examination in a new
optional subject provided that he has taken that subject at the
graduate or Post graduate level. No. additional attendance
certificate shall be required from such a candidate However,
he shall appear for the examination through any one of the
affiliated training colleges which shall also supervise, certify
and forward the records of the Practical work of the candidate
to the Board of Supervising Examiners Similarly a candidate
who is desirous of appearing for the examination in a new
elective can do so without putting in additional attendance.
However he must appear for the examination through any one
of the affiliated Training Colleges and also submit the records
of practical work, wherever such practical work has been
prescribed for an elective, through that training college.

The candidate shall be declared to have passed the
examination if he obtains not less than "C” grade in the written
examination and ‘“C” grade in the Teaching Practice and
practical works in the subject offered. In the case of additional
electives to the candidates shall be declared to have passed if
they obtain not less than ‘C’ grade in the examination.
