The Colleqe started [unchonmg on 1—8—1955 in the acade.-
mic year 195556, It is affiliated to the Madras University and
prepares students for the B. Ed. Degree. Till October 1976 Pandit's
Training was also conducted in this college. The sanctioned
strength of the B. Ed. class is 100, The college was formerly housed
in the buildings of the Government High School, Komarapalayam
and the new buildings were declared open on 5—3—1972. There
was an Evening College preparing students for the M. Ed. Degree,
This has been converted into full time course from 1982—83. The
sanctioned strength is eight and affiliation has been obtained for
continuing the M, Ed. Course.

From the year 1977—78 the Semester system was followed
both for B. Ed. and M, Ed, Classes, The non-semester pattern has
been introduced from 1985—86 for both the courses.
