Post Graduate degree of this University or a degree of some other
University accepted by the Syndicate as equivalent thereto subject
to such conditions as may be prescribed therefore provided no
candidate shall be permitted to otfer Psychology, Sociology, Logic,
Philosophy, Commerce and Accountancy, Economics or Politics
unless he has qualified for the post-graduate degree in the
concerned subject.

Moreover it will not be possible to arrange for
teaching practice if the candidates are not post-graduates).
