4. [ii] B. Teaching Competence.

The practical training shall include observation and teaching
practice both at the micro and macro levels. One to two weeks of
observation of lessons, one week of micro-teaching [minimum of
3 skills in each optional] followed by two to three weeks of
intensive teaching in recognised schools may be arranged.

For the purpose of teaching practice, each student shall work
as an apprentice under the respective subject teacher in the school
with the guidance and supervision of the college teacher in the
respective faculty. '

The candidate shall maintain the prescribed work books for
observation of lessons and practice teaching in each of his / her
optional subjects. The work books shall contain records of atleast
twenty lessons taught, ten in each optional subject. and ten lessons
observed, five in each optional subject. Out ot these ten practice
teaching, lessons in each optional subject, atleast a minimum of
three lessons may be utilised to develop teaching skills among the
student - teachers through micro teaching practice. Marks for
teaching practice shall be based on the reports of the lessons
taught in each optional subject and on the work books maintained.

However, students opting for optionals paper | and Il in the
same subject will be required to maintain only one work book
relating to teaching of the subject. The work book shall contain
records of at least twenty lessons (Both micro and macro) in the
teaching of that subject. Marks for teaching practice shall be based
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i reports of lessons in the optional subjects and on the work
books maintained. A separate work book shall be maintained for
recording the ten lessons observed.

The reports of the lessons taught and work books maintained
by the students shall be made available by the respective College
faculty member to the Principal for any scrutiny. The final report
of the College on each student along with reports and work books
shall be made available to the Board of Supervising Examiners,
appointed by the University whose decision on the marks to be
awarded shall be final.

4 (i) C. Educational Practicals :

(a) Preparation and use of Instructional aids/ materials,
Students shall prepare instructional aids/materials in both optional
subjects. They may take five specific units from high school /
higher secondary school syllabus and prepare aids with reference
to concepts | ideas in the units, aids of different types (charts,
models. filmstrips, tapes. slides, transparancies) or write instructi-
onal materials on three units selected from high school / higher
secondary school syllabus.

(b) Construction of tests and interpretation of scores using
‘siatistical measures.

The construction of tests must be made in both the optionals
in the case of students opting fortwo different subjects. In the
case of students opting for two optionals in the same 'subject, the
construction of tests should be made in that subject only. In both
the cases statistical analysis and interpretation of results shall be
made and recorded as deemed necessary.

It is suggested that preparation and administration of the
achievement tests be completed during the intensive teaching
Practice period.
