(.:andidate shall be eligible for the Degree of Bachelor of
Education provided that he has taken the B.A., B.Sc., B.Lit., or a
Post Grftduate degree of this University or a degree of some other
| University accepted by the Syndicate as equivalent theréto subject
~ to such conditions as may be prescribed therefore provided no
candidate shall be permitted to offer psychology, Sociology, Logic,
Philosophy, Commerce and Accountancy, Economics or Politics
unless he has qualified for the post-graduate degree in the
concerned subject. (These subjects are not offered at the High
School level. Moreover it will not be possible to arrange for
teaching practice if the candidates are not post-graduates.)

2. Eligibility for Admission Examination :

A candidate shall be admitted to the B.Ed. Degree Exami-
nation only if he forwards along with his application for Exami-
nation, satisfactory evidence of having qualified himself for a
degree in this University or that of some other University accepted
by the Syndicate as equivalent thereto subject to such condition
as may be prescribed therefore and produces a certificate that he
has undergone the prescribed course in an affiliated College of
Education having put in not less than 80°/. of attendance.

6. Passing Minimum :

A Candidate shall be awarded the B Ed. degree only if he
she has passed both the practical examination and the writte
examination, provided, however, a candidate who fails in tt
practical examination and passes in the written examination sha
be permitted to appear again for the same.

Every candidate should appear for all the papers in ti
written examination in the first attempt. A candidate who fails |
one or more papers in the written examination shall be permitt
to appear again only for those papers in which he fails.

A Candidate shall be declared to have passed the writt
examin ation if he obtains not less than 40 percent in each of t
five papers. All other candidates shall be deemed to have fail
in the written examination.-

A candidate shall be declared to have passed the practic
examination, if he obtains (a) not less than 40 percent in !
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practical examination in teaching competence in each of the two
optional subjects and (b) not less than 40 percent of the marks
allotted for educational practicals.

7. Classification of successful candidates :

Successful candidates shall be classified separately for (a)
written examination and (b) practical examination. In each case
candidates who pass the examination and obtain not less than 60
percent of total marks shall be placed in the first class; those who
obtain between 50 and 59 percent shall be placed in the second
class and the others who obtain between 40 and 49 percent shall
be placed in the third class.

8. Transitory Provision :

The examinations under the Regulations that were in froce
prior to the coming into effect of these Regulations will be conduc-
ted for three years from 1986—'87 for the benefit of those
candidates who have failed under those Regulations.

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Degree of Master of Education (M.Ed.)
REGULATTONS A

1. Eligibility for Admission to the Course and
Examination :

A candidate shall be admitted to the course provided he
has passed a Degree Examination in Education of this University
or a Degree Examination in Education of Teaching of some other
University recognised by the Syndicate as equivalent thereto.

No candidate shall be admitted to the Examination unless he
has taken the qualifying Degree in Education.

No candidate shall be eligible for the degree of M.Ed.
unless he has completed the prescribed course of study and has
passed the qualifying examination and has satisfied the Examiners
in a thesis on an approved subject.

2. General Frame Work :

1. The course will be for a duration of one academic year
consisting of 180 working days.

Thesis or Critical Study Paper :

Candidates shall be required to submita thesis or Critical study
paper. Thesis shall embody the record of original investi-
gation or a critical study paper of existing data or a combi-
nation of both. The Thesis or critical Study paper shall be
prepared under the supervision of a faculty member.

Candidates pursuing the course as full-time students may
submit their Thesis or Critical Study Paper one month before
their theory examination. Candidates pursuing the course as
part-time students shall submit the thesis or Critical Study
paper in September following their theory examination. No
attendance certificate shall be required from

additional
candidates sumitting the Thesis or Critical Study Paper at a
later date. The maximum time limit for submission of Thesis

or Critical study paper will be three years from the date of
joining the course as in the case of all other P. G. Course.

The college shall arrange for a viva voca for the candidate with
the Supervisor and an external examiner before the'submissjon
of thesis. The marks secured by the candidate in the viva
voce shall be forwarded to the University along with the

thesis / Critical Study Paper.

5. Marks qualifying for a pass:

The minimum marks requiréd for a pass in a subject paper or
in the valuation of the Thesis or Critical Study Paper, shall be 50

percent, candidates who fail to pass in any paper Or papers shall
have to appear for that paper or those papers. Candidates who

secure 60% and above in the aggregate shall be declared to have
passed in FIRST CLASS. '

6. Holders of the M. Ed. Degree qualifying for an
additional subject ;

The candidate who has taken the M.Ed. Degree in one
optional subject shall be permitted to appear again for the exami-
nation in a new optional subject provided he [ she has attended
courses in that optional subject and forwards his/her application
through the college where he/she undergone the course.

7. Transitory Provisions :

The examinations under regulations that were in force prior
to the coming into effect of these regulations will be conducted
for three years from 1986-1987 for the benefit of those candidates
who have failed under those regulations.
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
