In October 1976 the
Pandit Training Course ‘was wound up. In the year 1982-83 the

evening M.Ed. course wasconverted into a full time M.Ed. degree

Women students were admitted into the B.Ed degree courss
for the first time during the year 1990-91,

A permanent hostel building for men students came into
being in the year 1986-87 and a permanent hostel buildinyg for
women students in the year 1993-94,

The minimum marks required for a pass In a subject paper or
in the valuation of the Thesis or Critical Study Paper, shall be 50
percent, candidates who fail to pass in any paper or papers shall
have to appear for that paper or those papers. Candidates who
Secure 60/. and above in the aggregate shall be declared to have
passed in FIRST CLASS.

6. Holders of the M. Ed. Degree qualifying for an
additional subject :

The candidate who has taken the M.Ed. Degree in one
optional subject shall be permitted to appear again for the exami-
nation in a new optional subject provided he / she has attended
courses in that optional subject and forwards his / her application
through the college where he/she undergone the course.
