SUPERVISION :  QUALITATIVE
IMPROVEMENT.

Time has come to create a third
dimension in our educational set up
so that the academic and qualitative
side of education could be taken ca:e
of. Many things can be done to imp-
rove quality, without any cost A
State Board of Educational Research
Training and Supervision (analogous
to NCERT) is essential for toning up
or building up a good system of
education in the State Educational
Research,Teacher Training, Academic
Supervision of Schools, Orientation
of teachers and the functioning
of the various institules for
quelitative improvement like the
State Institute of Education, State
Institute of Science, Curriculum
Research Institute, Evaluation Unit,
Guidance a nd Counselling Unit,
Audio-Visual Education etc, could
come under one unified contrg]

Teacher Training and the prepa-
ration of good teachers iS the first
and primary task of any Educational
set up Teacher Education from its
neglected state to-day should come
to occupy an important place. The
Teacher Training Institutes both of
Post-Graduate and Under Graduate
level viz. Training Colleges and

Schools, should be linked up with
supervision work of the academic side
of the schools [t is necessary to
involve the Training Colleges and
Schools through their extension prog-
rammes. short visits and inter-school
meetings in the supervision task of
giving academic guidance and work
for improvement, of the quality of
teaching and learning in the schools.
So, the State Board of Educational
Research, Training and Supervision
taking over the Training Colleges
and Training Schools, lcoking after
academic supervision of schools,
creating Research and study agencies,
is necessary. They should also bring
out the deparimental publications.
Through this wo:k we will be ushering
in that third dimension in the edu-
cational effort.

Though pure research is still the
work of the Universities to the extent
they care to do it, applied Research
or Consumer oriented Research
should be closely co-ordinated and
linked with the working of the State
Departments of education and the
functioning of 1he Educational Insti-
tutions, Only if that is done, these
studies will have relevance to the
realities and be able to avoid the so
called crisis of irrelevance inresearch
work.

Apart from establishing the
SBERTS it is necessary to strengthen
and upgrade our teacher training
institutes with better qualified staff.
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An academic Wing (SBERT ) to
the FEducation Department is
very essential. State Education
isnot merely schools and colleges,
buildings, staff, salary grants,
enrolment figures, complaints and
petitions, rules and exemptions
from rules. What is needed is a
constant effort to get better
teachers,more competent teachers,
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At present one of the biggest
problems in preparing teachers of
English for Tamil-medium high
schools is that, however good a trai-
ning they are given, they are very
often unable to make use of it later
and to teach in the way they should.
There are, of course, many reasons
for this. The school itself-both head-
master and pupils-may require the
newly-qualified teacher to teach in a
way which will ensure success in the
S S. L. C. examinaticn but which-
because of the present nature of that
examination — will not necessarily
result in real proficiency in English.
Or the teacher himself may not wish
to take the trouble to teach in the
way his training college has reco-
mmended. But perhaps the main rea-
son is that, however much a new
teacher wants and tries to teach in a
proper manner, he just cannot bccause
of the low attainment of his pupils.
How. for instance, can a Standard I1X
teacher — whose rupils are in their
seventh yearof learning English-teach
them the course material in the proper
way when their actual proficiency in
English 1s perhaps only equivaient
to onc or two years’ study of the
language? Obvicusly insuch circums-
tances he must translate every line of
the reading passages word by word
so that his pupils will at least under-
stand something of the meaning.
Obviously, too, he must get them to
memorize prepared compositions and

What is the reason for this gene-
rally low level of achievement in
English of pupils entering the high
school? The teachers there, of course,
bleme those in the classes below,
while those in Standards VI - VIII in
turn blame the primasy school
teachers And from visits which I
have paid to quite a number of lncal
primary schools, it does seem that-—
with a few notable exceptions - the
general standard of English teaching
in the first three years is very poor
indeed As a result it is usually ext-
remely difficult for most Standard VI
teachers to teach in the way they
should and completely impossible for
the majority of Standard IX teachers
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What, then, is the solution? I

should like to consider briefly four

(1) English showld be started in Standard
[ instezd of Standard III so that pupils will have
longer time in which fo study the language. But
surely this will only make the present
situation still worse by exposing the
pupils to two more years of poor
teaching and thus increasing the later
disparity between what they should
and what they actually do know. Of
course, certain psychologists say that
the younger a child is, the more easily
will he acquire a new language. But
this does presuppose the availability
of good teachers and/or a suitable
Jearning environment without which

(2) English should be started in m;nma_

be enormous ).

(3) English should be started in Standd
III as at present but taught by graduate special

teackers. Obviously such a schememigl

schools? And even if the financial
and administrative pioblemns are
resolved, it will still be necessary to
provide a proper training course for
such teachers, since the pressnt B Ed.
English course is hardly suitable for
producing specialist teachers of the

language at primary level.

(4) English shoald be started only after
the primary stage. If (3) above is not
possible. this would seem to be the
only suitable alternative, Properly-
trained graduate teachers might be
entrusted with teaching the language
from the beginning of the middle stage,
And if this too is not possible for the
same kinds of reasons as those men-
tioned under (3), it might even be
advisable not to begin Enalish until
the high-school stage. Of course, any
decision to raise the age of starting
English would be likely to produce a
good deal of opposition based on poli-
tical considerations. But on purely
academic grounds it would surely be
better to postpone the introduction
of English until it can be taught well
rather than to introduce it early and

teach it badly.

Before finishing this article, I
should like to leave with you a few
‘more questions to which [ am nog
certain of the answers myself. Evap
if it were possible to ensura good
teaching of English in the primary
classes by having graduate specialist
teachers, would it really bz worth
introducing it then? How many of
all those children who drop out bzf rre
completing primary school will ia
fact need a knowledge of English later;
and even if it might be an advantage,
will the little they lcarn in just one
or two years really be of much use?
Or could thz time spent on English ba
more profitably devoted to othersub-
Jects that will certainly bz more bzna-
ficial later? And if English was not
started until Standard [X, could the
pupils - who would be fewer, b=tier-
motivated and better taught - attain
not only the same but an even higher
standard in their three vears bafora
S.S. L. C. than is usually reached at
present after nine years of studying
the language? What do you think ?

Of course. there is a good deal of
trash, of mere vague imagination and
utopian fancy in certain literatures,
especially those which are based upon
the principle, ** Art for Art’s sake™.
Too much of sentimentalism and far
fetched emotional elements ma k e
literature almost a creation of fancy.
having no basis of realism. Men liek
Oscar Wilde, De-Quincey, Wilcos etc,
who sacrificed morality at the expense
of art, produced literary pieces, which
have absolutely no link with morality.
Certain urdu and persian poets, dedi-
cated their entire poetic and artistic
talents to the description of their
beloved’s cheeks, lins and eyes and on
the amorous relations or on the gla-
mour of wine, Such pieces asa matter
of fact, are not only not moral but
‘trash’ and ‘ash’.

A literature which involves too
much of realism has no value, If a|l
day long we are faced with grim acti-
vities of life, we must go into the lap

of poetry at night for obtaining some
relief to get peace of soul. The great
mmpulses which have given birth to
the various forms of literature are
our desire for self expression, our
interest in people and their doings,
our interest in the world of reality in
which we live and our interest in the
world of literature,.

Literature is a creation of man’s
various impulses. Poetry is a criti-
cism of life; drama portrays the very
redlistic picture of life and novel 1s
a retlection of man’s highest imagi-
native faculty Literature at every
stage of human civilization has been
the mirror of life, led by the people
of that age. 1t has been interpreting
the tempers, usages and spirits of the
various ages.

So we may conclude that Lite-
rature is not merely a theory, it is a
reality-a great and convincingreality,
It is the very truth of life; what we
think. what we imagine. what we do
and react-all these arereflected analy
tically through literature. *Science
is truth, but literature isa greater
truth”, says A. C. Benson. I think
in the following famous lines of
Shakespeare. we find some sort of
higher truth of life.

**Life is but a walking shadow;
a poor player that struts and frets
